hereinafter individually and/or collectively referred to as the “Author” (“Co-authors”) as the First Party, and Lomonosov Moscow State University, hereinafter referred to as the “Publisher”, represented by Aleksandr Veraksa, Director of MSU Publishing House, acting pursuant to the letter of attorney № 337-21/010-50 as of 17.12.2021, as the Second Party, have entered into the present agreement about the following:
1. Subject
1.1 From the effective date the Author grants the Publisher on a non-commercial basis for the duration of the copyright under the current statutory procedure of the Russian Federation an exclusive license to use a scientific work (hereinafter the “Article”) created by the Author (Co-authors) titled

approved and accepted for the publication in the Russian language in Vesnik MSU, Series___. ______________________________________________, (hereinafter the “Journal”) within the ambit of the present Agreement, which implies that the Author (Co-authors) does (do) not retain the right to grant similar licenses to others.
1.2 According to Clause 2, Article 1270 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the use of the Article is understood as::

·  reproduction of the Article or its separate part in the Russian language in any material form, including paper or electronic media, as an independent work, and/or in journals and/or databases of the Publisher or other persons at the discretion of the Publisher;

·  distribution of the Article or its separate part in any media in the Russian language as an independent work, and/or in the Journal(s) and/or databases of the Publisher or other persons at the discretion of the Publisher;

·  bringing the Article to general knowledge so that any person may obtain access to the Article from any place and at any time, including the Internet;
· sublicense (grant permissions to use the Article and its separate materials) the rights obtained under the present Agreement to third parties, providing the Authors are notified of this fact through placing the corresponding information on the Publisher’s website.
·  other rights which are not granted to the Publisher according to the present Agreement, including patent rights to any processes, techniques, and methods, described by the Author (Co-authors) in the Article, as well as trademark rights retain with the Authors (Co-authors) or other right holders.

1.3 Granting the rights under the present Agreement implies the right to process the form of presentation of the Article to make it usable within different computer programs and systems (databases) and for publication and distribution it in a machine-readable format and add it to search systems (databases).
2.
The author (Co-authors) warrant(s) that:
2.1 The author (Co-authors) is (are) the valid copyright holder(s) of the exclusive rights to the Article;

2.2 The Author (Co-authors) has (have) not previously transferred and will not transfer to third parties in the future the rights granted to the Publisher under this Agreement; 

2.3 The article is an original work, has not been submitted to other media, and has not been previously published in other print and/or electronic media (except for the publication of a preprint (manuscript) of the Article on the website of the Author (Co-authors) and/or in the archive (s) preprints, such as arxiv.org), and the Article is not a commissioned work or a work made for hire;

2.4. The Article contains all the references to cited authors and/ published sources of borrowed content provided by the current copyright legislation;

2.5 The Author (Co-authors) has (have) obtained all the necessary permissions for the results,

facts and other borrowed content of which the Author (Co-authors) is (are) not right holder (holders);

2.6 The Article does not contain materials that are not subject to publication in the public domain according to the current legislative acts of the Russian Federation, and its publication and distribution will not result in disclosure of secret (confidential) information (including state and professional secret).  
2.7 The author has no conflicts of interest to declare.

3.
Rights and obligations of the Author (Co-authors):

3.1 The Author is obliged:

3.1.1. To present a manuscript of the Article in compliance with the rules for authors published on the website of the Publisher or the Journal. 
3.1.2. During the process of preparing the Article for publication:

· comply with the requirements of the Publisher and/or the editorial board of the Journal;

· to implement corrections suggested by peer reviewers and accepted by the Editorial Board of the Journal and/or refine the Article by the request of the Publisher, if it is necessary;
· to proofread the Article within the time limits provided by the Publisher;
· to implement minimum corrections into the proofs of the Article due to the necessity to rectify mistakes made in the original of the Article;
3.1.3 Not to publish the Article in other printed and/or electronic media in the Russian language and not to distribute it without the Publisher’s consent;
3.1.5. To use an electronic copy of the Article prepared by the Publisher and given to the Author solely under the terms of this Agreement.
3.2 The Author Co-author(s) has (have) the right: 

3.2.1 To use a printed or electronic preprint of the unpublished manuscript of the Article within the form and content accepted by the Publisher for publication in the Journal. Such preprints can be placed in the form of electronic files on the Author’s (Co-authors’) web-site, and/or on a secure public site of the Author’s (Co-authors’) employer, and/or in the archive (s) preprints, such as arxiv.org), but such a providing is done not for commercial purposes. 
In case of such use, the Author (Co-authors) shall:
· provide the preprint with the following notice: “This is a preprint of the Article accepted for publication in (title of the Journal, (©), copyright (year). The copyright holder stated in the Journal”;

· provide an electronic link to the Publisher’s sites with “msu” in the address bar. 
3.2.2 To photocopy or give their colleagues a copy of the printed Article wholly or in part for their personal or professional use, for fostering academic or scientific research, or for the employer’s information purposes, on a non-commercial basis.

3.2.3 To use materials from the published Article in a book written by the Author (Co-authors).
3.2.4  To use separate pictures, tables, and parts from the Article for their education, for incorporating them into another work, or for presenting them in electronic format in an internal (secure) computer network or on a public web-site of the Author (Co-authors) or their employers. 

3.2.5 To add materials of the Article to teaching guides for use in the auditorium, for free distribution of the materials among the Author’s (Co-authors’) students or to save materials in electronic format on a local server for providing access for students within their course of studies and also for internal educational programs in the employer’s institution, but not for systematic distribution or free access.
4.
The Publisher is obliged:

4.1. At its own expense, provide peer review of the Article, scientific, literary and artistic and technical editing, production and/or processing of illustrative material, production of paper and electronic original layout, reproduction and distribution of the Article in paper and/or electronic form under the terms of this Agreement and journal release schedule.

4.2. to get the Author’s approval for essential corrections implemented to the Article taking into account Clauses 2 and 3 of the present Agreement;

4.3. to provide the proof of the Article to the Author (Co-authors) and make a reasonable correction taking into account Clause 3.1.2 of the present Agreement;

4.4. to send a PDF file of the Article to the Author (Co-authors) after its publication, provided that the Author (Co-authors) provide e-mail addresses.
5.
The Publisher warrants:

· the right of integrity of the Article and its inviolability;

· compliance with the current international standard of polygraphic works;

· observance of personal non-property and other rights of Authors (Co-authors). 

6.
The Publisher has the right:

6.1. In the event of any permitted use of the Journal and/or Article (including any part or piece) by the Author (Co-authors) (and/or others), to require the stated persons to place a reference to the Journal, Publisher, or any other right holder from the Journal, Author (Co-authors) or other copyright holders, as well as the title of the Article, volume, issue of the Journal and year of its publication, which are stated in (on) the Journal.
6.2. To place preliminary and/or promotional information about the impending publication of the Article in the mass media (including the Internet) and other information sources.
6.3. To set rules (conditions) of acceptance and publication of materials in the Journal. The Editorial Board of the Journal has an exclusive right to select and/or reject materials submitted to the Journal’s editors with the purpose of their publication. A manuscript (material information medium) sent to the editors of the Journal by the Author (Coauthors) is not subject to return. The Journal’s editors do not enter into correspondence concerning the rejection of the Article by the Editorial Board.
6.4. At their discretion, to use the Article in any way within the scope of this Agreement.

7. Other terms and conditions of the Agreement
7.1 The present Agreement comes into force from the moment when the Editorial Board of the Journal accepts the Article for publication. If the Article is not accepted for publication or the Author (Co-authors) revokes (revoke) the manuscript at the stage of the Editorial Board’s decision-making, the present Agreement does not come into (cease to be in) force. 
According to Article 1269 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the Author (Co-authors) has (have) the right to rescind a previously adopted decision (right to recall) to make the Article public (to reproduce it) on the condition of compensation for damages caused by such a decision to the Publisher. If the Article has already been published, the Author (Co-authors) must also give public notice of its recall. In such case the Author (Co-authors) may take the previously released copies of the Article/ the Journal out of circulation, having compensated for damages caused by this.
7.2 In case claims are made to the Publisher concerning violation of exclusive copyright and other rights of intellectual property of third parties which occurred while preparing the Article or in connection with the conclusion of the present Agreement by the Author (Co-authors), the Author (Co-authors) is (are) obliged:

· without delay, after getting the notification from the Publisher, to take measures to settle the dispute with third parties, take part in a court process on the side of the Publisher, if it is necessary, and take all the actions contingent on them to exclude the Publisher from the list of respondents;
· reimburse the Publisher for juridical expenses incurred, expenses and losses connected with the application of measures to provide security for the claim and execution of the court ruling, as well as the amount of money paid to the third party for violation of exclusive copyright or other rights of intellectual property, as well as other losses sustained by the Publisher in connection with the Author’s (Co-authors’) non-compliance with the present Agreement guarantees.

7.3 The Parties have agreed that, according to Article 160 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, they admit reproduction of the text of the present Agreement and signatures of the Parties on the present Agreement and other documents connected with its conclusion, using mechanical, electronic or other means of copying of a manual signature and text of the Agreement, which shall have the same force as an original signature of a Party or an original document. Facsimile (electronic) copies of the documents are valid and legally binding equally to original ones.
7.4 According to Article 428 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the present Agreement is a contract of adhesion, whose terms and conditions are determined by the Publisher, and it can be signed by the other party not otherwise than adhering to the present Agreement as a whole. Submission of a manuscript of the Article for publication in the Journal is deemed to be an acceptance, that is the Author’s (Co-authors’) consent to publish the Article under the terms and conditions of the present Agreement. 
7.5 Other terms and conditions, which are not directly regulated by this Agreement, are subject to settlement by the Parties under the current legislation of the Russian Federation, and the rules (conditions) for the admission and publication of materials in the Journal (Rules for Authors), being in force at the time of sending the Article to the editorial office of the Journal.
